“What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he
seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest
wereblinded (Accordingasitis written, God hathgiven them
the spirit of slumber, eyes that they should not see, and ears
that they should not hear;) unto this day,” Romans 11:7-8.
“And not as Moses, which put a vail over his face, that the
children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of
that which is abolished: But their minds were blinded: for
until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the
reading of the old testament, which vail is done away in
Christ,”. 2 Cor 3:13-14.
