	 There is so much confusion in the world, both in the secular and in 
the spiritual world. So many people have different ideas, wants, and 
opinions about life. That is why, in part, that we have wars, and fights 
even within a nation. Then there are similar situations even within the 
church. There are many religions in our world, teaching everything 
from love to hate. Amidst all of this there is only one way that is true 
and that is the way set forth by God as he sent his son, Jesus, and taught 
the word of God in truth.
	 Even among those who say that Jesus is Lord and claim to be fol-
lowing him, there are doctrines taught that conflict with what the Lord 
said. How can this be, if those who teach are serving God according to 
his word? It cannot be that all are led by the Lord when things are pre-
sented in his name that go against his will. Jeremiah 23:16-17, “Thus 
saith the Lord of hosts, Hearken not unto the words of the prophets that 

prophesy unto you: they make you vain: they speak a vision of their own 
heart, and not out of the mouth of the Lord. They say still unto them 
that despise me, The Lord hath said, Ye shall have peace; and they say 
unto every one that walketh after the imagination of his own heart, No 
evil shall come upon you.” God was warning them of false teachers in 
Jeremiah’s day. 
	 Why these men chose to give a false message is not told, but we 
do know that they made up their “Prophecies.” Whether they didn’t 
believe in God, or thought that they could improve on his message, they 
were wrong.
