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	 Why Seek Ye The Living Among The Dead

	 Romans 1:25, “Who changed the truth of God 
into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more 
than the Creator, who is blessed for ever. Amen.”
	 So many people spend their years here on earth in 
the useless pursuit of pleasure. When the years come 
to an end, what is there to show for their lives? Some 
say that they look for the meaning of life, never listen-
ing to the words of the God who created the earth and 
man. Alcohol and the use of drugs ruin many a life and 
family, and for what? A short time of losing control, 
reason, inhibitions, morals, and often ending with ac-
cidents and death. Life is not in these things, but is 
of the flesh and leads to destruction. When a person 
sobers up he faces more problems in this life, not to 
mention that he is drifting farther from God and life.
 	 It is sad to see so many broken homes, broken 
hearts, and shattered lives and dreams of people 
who have been given to drugs and alcohol. Many of 
the thefts that take place are done for the money to 
buy drugs. People get desperate and will do almost 
anything to obtain them. There are parents who have 

gone broke trying to keep a child out of jail. All these 
abuses of the body and the life that God has given is 
spurred on by Satan.

Some times health was ruined, memory was damaged 
by some, and in many ways the people regretted that 
they had ever been weak enough to be taken in by the 
promise of a good time. The bible says in 1 Corinthi-
ans 6:9-10, “Know ye not that the unrighteous shall 
not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: nei-
ther fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor ef-
feminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind, Nor 
thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor 
extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.”

Some are because of adultery by 
one or both people in the marriage. In 1 Corinthians

we do. He even knows when a person doesn’t actually 
commit adultery but would like too. Matthew 5:27-
