	 Estill junior Joe Benton has 
moved into 7th place among 
the Engineers all-time scor-
ing leaders with 1,305 points 
after moving into the 1,000 
point club earlier this year.
	 With a year of eligibility 
remaining, Benton has sur-
passed Estill scoring greats 
Cody Berryman (1292), 
Trevor Jones (1263), and the 
late Bud Erwin (1162).
	 Benton could easily sur-
pass the next two excellent 
ball players on the list with 
just a modest scoring season 
of 10-15 points per game. 
Clinton Dixon put in 1417 
points  during his tenure at 
Estill and Blake Christopher 
scored 1517 total.
	 One of the greatest players 
for the Louisville Cardinals, 
Brian Kiser, would be next 
on the list with 1614. The 
third all-time leading scorer 
for Estill is Tristan Cackling 
with 1768.
	 The highest scorer for Es-
till for many years was Del-
mar McGee with 1943 but 
he was surpassed last year 
by Caleb Bonny who put in 
2,022 career points for the 
Engineers.
	 Benton also has 565 as-
sists, 370 rebounds and made 
236 three pointers. He made 
532 points this season.
	 Lady Engineers totals will 
be available later. Some Es-
till girls records may have 
been lost.
